boom in a cascaded fashion to divert incoming oil to 
the collection site. Set up shoreside recovery units.  

Tend throughout the tide.

Beach Berms 

A small coastal inlet on the 

western shoreline is exposed 

during high tides. Build beach 

berm or use exclusion boom to 

prevent oil from entering 
marsh. 

Build beach berm approximately 90 ft long. Use 

local beach and inter-tidal bar sediments. If the berm 

is expected to remain in place for more than a few 

days, place a 20ôx12ò pipe in the channel and build 

the berm on top of the pipe. Use a culvert plug to 
control water flow through the pipe.
