Beach Berm 

Build beach berms across two 

inlets. 

 

For a) and b) create beach berms to close off the two 

channels leading to the brackish ponds behind the 

barrier beach. The northern berm is approximately 

80 ft long and the southern berm is approximately 

110 ft.  Sediment for the berms should be taken from 

the adjacent beaches. If the berms are expected to 

remain in place for more than a few days, place a 20ô 

x12ò pipe in the channel and build the berms on top 

of the pipe. Use culvert plugs to control water flow 
through the pipes.
