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A total of 2 State Response Trailers are required to implement all of the tactics in this GRP. 

Responders should always consider on-scene conditions before deploying GRP tactics.  Tactics may not be safe or 

effective under certain conditions.  Responder safety should always be the first priority.

side of the inlet, or diverted back into the channel.   

For (b): A small channel through a beach at the southern end of 

the cove along the east-central portion of the marsh should be 

closed off with a 100 ft line of 18ò boom. Place passive 
recovery along the inside of the protection boom to capture any 

leakage. Monitor low areas of wash-over terrace at the north 

end of cove and place sandbags/passive recovery if necessary.
